         GENERAL RULES & REGULATION

· No food items are allowed from out side to the hostel without permission.
· Use own things only. Do not use other’s things.
· No alteration work on dress/colouring of hair/tattooing/use of any kind of hair fixtures.
· Things brought to the students is directly through the office only.
· No valuable articles are allowed.
